Activity:

· Read the Brownie Story.  Each time the girls hear the word “helpful,” have them stand up and shout “Helpful!”  (Girls LOVE interactive stories! ()

· Send girls home with little sheets of paper that say, “A Girl Scout was here.”  Each time they do a good deed/chore at home without being asked, they can leave a slip of paper.

· Play “Daisy to Daisy” (they are being friendly with one another).

· Make a Christmas card for their mailman.

· Book:  Horton Hears a Who OR The Berenstain Bears and Too Much Pressure.

· Petal activity could be to make coupon books to give to Mom or Dad (ideas are:  clean room, gathering laundry, picking up toys, going to bed on time, and clearing dinner table).

· Collage of friendly and helpful people.

· Make up some “What If” cards and talk about way to be friendly and helpful.

· Your teacher drops her coffee cup and coffee spills all over the floor, AND her mug breaks… how can you help?
· Your friend is on the swing, and her feet can’t reach the ground to push herself off?  What do you do?
· There is a new student in your class, what could you do to help them fit in?
Lesson:

· I will do my chores without having to be told twice.

· I will offer to help someone, because I appreciate help when I get it.

· I will pay attention to someone’s problem, because I may have an idea that can help.
