Recruitment

Recruiting Adults

Have an alumni meeting and invite adults who were scouts as girls

Pass out flyers or hang posters at local college's

Recruiting Daisies & Brownies
Host a Teddy Bear Tea

Send flyers/posters to area preschools/private kindergartens

Host an event with tables set up, one for each try it activity.  If they do all the activities and register, they have earned their first try it.

Recruiting Older Girls

Use flyers with pictures of older girls

Highlight specific, interesting activities in your area.  If your council has a really great canoeing program, create posters to highlight this.

Target specific activities - if your council has an older girls singing group, pass out flyers to the High School Chorus department, if your council has a troop that is into high adventure activities, hang posters at sporting goods stores.

Use a prop to spark interest in your rally such as an inexpensive bracelet (Oriental Trading) with a slip of paper attached announcing the details (The woman who sent me this one said participation in her recruitment event went up about 300% using these bracelets!)

Recruiting All Levels

Place a notice in the school bulletin to contact Troop Coordinator

Make an announcement at the first PTO meeting

Set up a table at each school's Open House night

Host a Membership Rally (inside or a picnic outside) with booths set up by troops to conduct a short badge requirement

Host a Bring A Friend event (picnic, rally, bowling, camping)

Host an Ice Cream Social

Use posters, flyers, GS materials (books and uniforms), and even a council recruitment video at your rally's

Host a recruitment skating party

Host a recruitment carnival - a come-and-go event with a table for each school for sign up with the school liaison, a table display for each level, a camping display, face painting, a table to make GORP, a table to make SWAPs, etc.

Set up an information table at local events such as carnivals, craft shows, bazaars, concerts, parades, etc.
