Use Resources Wisely

(Green)
Activity:

· Set out assorted materials:  old paper rolls, scraps of construction paper, markers, shoe boxes, popsicle sticks, and miscellaneous craft stuff left over from other projects.  Then, set it out with no instructions other than “make something.”  Let them see how creative they can be by using resources wisely.

· Practice “leave no trace” skills by cleaning the playground (or other location).

· Relay race with recyclables.  Make a pile of mixed recyclables (plastics, tin/aluminum, newspapers, etc.), and have a separate box for each type of recyclable.  One by one, the girls put one item at a time into the correct box.  As a group, they work together 3 times.  Time them each time and work against the clock.

· Talk about community resources.  Libraries, historical museums, art museums, recycling centers, and parks – most of which are free or low cost.  

· Book:  The Lorax
· Make pinecone birdfeeders (If there are food allergies, you could use corn syrup instead of peanut butter; also, you could use day old bagels instead of a pinecone).

Lesson:

· I will try not to waste water when brushing my teeth and showering.

· I will recycle as often as I can, to help save the earth and replace what I have taken.

· I will share with others, not only in my troop, but with all people.
